16Let no man therefore judge you in 
meat, or in drink, or in respect of an 

holyday, or of the new moon, or of the 
sabbath days: 17which are a shadow of 

things to come; but the body is of 
Christ. 18Let no man beguile you of your 

reward in a voluntary humility and 
worshipping of angels, intruding into 
those things which he hath not seen, 
vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind,

AGE 75:  
GENESIS 12:1-9
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75

God calls Abraham from Ur of the 
Chaldees into the land of Canaan, 

with the promise of many descendants.
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AGE 85:  
GENESIS 16:1-3

Sarah becomes impatient, 
and tells Abraham to have 

intimacy with Hagar.
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AGE 86:  
GENESIS 16:4-16

Ishmael is born.
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AGE 99:  
GENESIS 17-18

God speaks to Abraham again. 
Promises he’ll have a son by Sarah.
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AGE 100:  
GENESIS 21:1-7

Isaac is born
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AGE 103:  
GENESIS 21:8

The Lord tells Abraham 
to send Hagar and 

Ishmael away.
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AGE 133:  
GENESIS 22

Abraham takes Isaac 

up Mount Moriah.
